For appeals against Interim Order Panels, 

Capacity for Membership Panels and 

Disciplinary Tribunal Panels, the Appeals 

Tribunal Panel can:

• affirm, vary or revoke the determination of the original Panel; and/or

• substitute any determination of the original Panel for a determination of its 

own; and/or

• make any order it considers appropriate, which may include an order to 

pay costs.

For appeals against a Readmission Panel, the 

Appeals Tribunal Panel can:

• affirm the refusal or granting of the application; or

• allow the appeal and grant or refuse admission; or

• remit the application to a Readmission Panel for rehearing; and

• make an order for costs.

A Respondent, or the IFoA, can seek 

leave to appeal the determination* of:

• Interim Orders Panels

• Capacity for Membership Panels

• Disciplinary Tribunal Panels

• Readmission Panels

See Rule 18 of the Disciplinary Scheme and the Appeals RegulationsAppeals

1 - The Appeals Tribunal Panel will be made up of three or five individuals appointed from the Disciplinary 

Pool. The majority will be lay individuals and at least one of them must be legally qualified.

*A Capacity for Membership Panel makes an 
order, not a determination. But for the purposes
