- the General Disciplinary Regulations have been met.
3 At any stage after a case has been transferred to a CfM Panel,

the Case Manager may invite the Respondent to agree to a
Consent Order which proposes a jointly acceptable outcome to

bring an early resolution to the matter.

4 If the CfM Panel confirms or varies an Order, they will set a date
: for another review hearing. Review hearings will take place until
