agreed and issued in advance of the call

e be able to devote time equivalent to two working days per month, including following up on
actions to meet event schedule deadlines

¢ join Committee meetings with ideas for current trending topics, relevant technical content, and
creative sponsorship ideas and meet deadlines in between meetings

e help source and suggest plenary speakers

¢ help promote the conference, using their networks and contacts, supporting the delivery of the
conference marketing plan

e act as ambassadors for the conference and promote to the wider actuarial, non-actuarial and
financial community

e be able to attend the conference and be willing to take their turn to act as the Chair of a workshop
